Some environments
or working conditions are not conducive to the use of Alien
Gear Holsters products. You, the consumer, are ultimately
responsible for determining whether your particular usage of
your Alien Gear Holsters product, with your particular handgun,
apparel, and working conditions, is safe and appropriate.

Product Modifications

Safe Holstering & Drawing

Never place a loaded handgun in a holster without first testing
holster and handgun compatibility and fit using your handgun in
an unloaded condition (double-check to make sure the chamber
is empty). For information on how to safely carry your particular
handgun, please refer to your handgun manufacturer’s safety
and instruction manual.

Practice holstering and drawing your handgun, and wearing your
holster, with your handgun unloaded until you are comfortable
with fit, compatibility, and usage, before using your holster in
non-test conditions or with a loaded handgun. Make certain
that your handgun is securely seated in the holster each time
you holster your handgun before removing your hand from the
grip. A handgun must snugly fit in its holster to guard against
accidental separation of the handgun from the holster. Never
place your hand in front of the firearm barrel while trying to
holster or un-holster your firearm. Keep your finger off the
trigger until you are ready to shoot. Keep fingers off the trigger
and out of the trigger guard when drawing or replacing the
handgun in the holster and at all times while your handgun is
holstered.

IWB Assembly

For Inside-the-Waistband Carry

1. Determine Hand Orientation

Right-Hand Use

Position the holster so the adjustable retention spacers point
to the right when facing you.

Left-Hand Use

Position the holster so the adjustable retention spacers point
to the left when facing you.

IWB Configuration

For inside the waistband use, the clip and claw should always
be placed on the front side of the holster. LEFT RIGHT

For this example, the holster will be configured
for right-hand use.

2. Select Belt Clip and Claw =

Belt Clip
Choose the appropriate belt clip based on your belt width:

= 1.5" beltclip
= 1.75" belt clip

For this example, use the 1.75" belt clip.

Claw

The right-hand claw is identified by a “Right Hand"
or “Left Hand” label on the back of the claw. Choose the 175"
correct one for your hand orientation.

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Adjusting Retention
For Inside-the-Waistband Carry

To adjust the holster’s retention, tighten or loosen the

spacer screw located on the bottom or trigger guard side
of the holster.

= Tightening the screw increases retention.

Loosening the screw decreases retention.

Adjust retention incrementally until the desired draw
resistance and firearm retention are achieved.

Do not overtighten the retention hardware.
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
