Practice holstering and drawing your handgun, and wearing your holster, with your handgun unloaded until you 
are comfortable with fit, compatibility, and usage, before using your holster in non-test conditions or with a 
loaded handgun. Make certain that your handgun is securely seated in the holster each time you holster your 
handgun before removing your hand from the grip. A handgun must snugly fit in its holster to guard against 
accidental separation of the handgun from the holster. Never place your hand in front of the firearm barrel while 
trying to holster or un-holster your firearm. Keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot. Keep 
fingers off the trigger and out of the trigger guard when drawing or replacing the handgun in the holster and at 
all times while your handgun is holstered.

LOCKING BELT SLIDE

OPERATION

Find the Belt Width Bar on 
the inside of the Belt Slide 
Attachment. Use the included 
hex key (3/32") to place the 
bar on the setting for your belt 
width. Tighten it down.

Put the Locking Belt Slide 
Attachment over your belt 
where you want the holster to 
sit, and close it. Slide the male 
QDS adapter on the holster into 
the female QDS adapter on the 
Locking Belt Slide Attachment 
until it locks in place.

NOTE: The Locking Belt Slide Expansion 
won't lock together until the holster shell 
is docked with the QDS Receiver. When the 
QDS Adapter is fully inserted, the holster 
and QDS Receiver lock together.

The holster will not come off the QDS Receiver 
unless you release it. To take the holster off the 
belt attachment, push the two buttons on the side 
of the QDS Receiver and pull up on the holster.
